








Bluebeard’s pirates

A total of 35 schools and more than 1350 students
were involved in the Bluebeard Schools visits in 2009.

A number of events were held during the Blues
season. The first was an open house for the Blues
Board, Sponsors and local media, to mix and
mingle with the 2009 Blues squad prior to the
start of the season with a game of Kilikiti and a
post-match meal.

There was also a Blues Signing Session at SKYCITY
on Sunday March 8 following the Blues' first home
game. We had a great turnout of public after Blues
autographs and we gave away hundreds of Blues
posters. The SKYCITY Cheer Team also attended
and gave away their posters as well.

The Blues Awards Dinner was held on Wednesday
June 3 in the Hall of Legends at Eden Park. The
MC was Scotty Stevenson from Sky TV and he
was a good fit for the event. The video content
was greatly improved from previous years and
Blues staff worked closely with UPL to ensure this
was the case. As with previous years, we awarded
trophies in six categories as well as acknowledging
the milestones achieved over the 2009 season.

Test Matches

ARFU hosted one Test Match this year — All Blacks
vs Australia on July 18 in the Investec Tri Nations.

Match enhancement for the Test Match involved

a guard of honour acknowledgement of former

All Blacks and a Maori dance display with music,
smoke and pyrotechnics assisting to set the scene.

ARFU also hosted the annual Test Match breakfast
prior to the All Blacks vs Australia game. The
breakfast, attended by more than 375 people, was

hosted by Melody Robinson from RadioSport and

featured guest speaker Peter FitzSimons. As usual
Peter FitzSimons was an excellent speaker and we
received a lot of positive feedback from this event.

Auckland’s Air New Zealand Cup Season

With the redevelopment of Eden Park in full swing,
five out of six of Auckland’s home games were
2.35pm kick-offs. The afternoon games allowed us
to continue to emphasise grass roots rugby in our
match enhancement.

Highlights included Little Blokes Rugby and a
Rippa Tournament both sponsored by Lock Finance
as well as curtain raisers involving the Auckland
Development and Auckland Colts sides. Prior to the
final home game against Counties-Manukau, we
held a Samoa Tsunami Celebrity Match to raise
funds for the relief effort. Martin Stanley did an
excellent job in bringing together iconic players
from rugby league, rugby union, cricket and other
sports.

Auckland Rugby Union donated $12,500 to the
Relief Fund and over $1000 was donated by the
Auckland and Counties-Manukau teams. Fans were
encouraged to bring in bottles of water and tinned
food and Coke also kindly donated a pallet of
water.

On Sunday August 9 we held the Air New Zealand
Cup signing session at SKYCITY, which involved

a breakfast for our valued Sponsors with the
Auckland Team. The signing session saw a large
number of Auckland supporters including adults
and children get the opportunity to meet the 2009
team, collect posters and get autographs.

The "“Battle of the Bridge" was celebrated with a
Battle of the Bridge Weigh In Cocktail Function on
Thursday September 17 at the Cardrona Speight’s
Ale House. Both Auckland and North Harbour teams,
officials, board members and sponsors were
invited to this event which proved very successful
in bringing both teams together in a relaxed
environment prior to the much anticipated game.

The Sunday after the Battle of the Bridge, ARFU
hosted their Annual Open Day. With the arrival of
sun and clear skies, the afternoon had a good
turnout with more than 500 families descending
on Eden Park to enjoy numerous activities which
included meeting the Auckland team, bouncy
castles, face painting, tattoos, gladiators and
surfing rides.
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The 2009 Annual Awards Dinner was held on
Wednesday October 28 in the ASB Lounge at Eden
Park. The event was hosted by Andrew Dewhurst
and featured entertainment from the band Union.
More than 570 people attended the event. Club
rugby and representative awards were presented,
winning representative teams were acknowledged,
along with those who had achieved National
Honours during the year.

The Air New Zealand Cup Team awards were also
presented.

EXECUTIVE MARKETING AND
SPONSORSHIP SUMMARY

Blues

A disappointing campaign from the Blues in 2009
where we were unable to win more than two
games in a row and formulated a poor win loss
record at Eden Park impacted significantly on
crowd figures and enthusiasm for the game.

Crowds nationally were down again, both in total
crowd and average crowd numbers. On average,
2008 match attendances declined 17.7 per cent
from 2007. This trend continued in 2009 with the
overall average down 18.3 per cent on 2008, a
cumulative 32.8 per cent on 2007/2009.

The Blues had the highest average round robin
crowds but only just (Blues 14,635 compared to
the Hurricanes’ 14,633) but we were significantly
35 per cent down on the 2008 average.

We had a 43 per cent winning record and lost
three of the five games we played at Eden Park.
This culminated in playing the Crusaders in the
last round robin match in a dead rubber. We had
budgeted almost a full house for this fixture
anticipating it to be the highlight of the season
but because the Blues were out of the running
and there was no element of jeopardy, the actual
crowd was well short of budget.

Eden Park as a venue performed adequately over
five games, averaging 17.500.

The Sharks game (23,908) was a highlight and
demonstrated the level of optimism at that stage
of the season. It is worth noting that a 5.30pm
kick-off on a balmy summer’s evening also helped.

We were affected at the Highlanders game by the
collapse of the train network signal system at

Britomart which cost us an estimated one to two
thousand people.

The most disappointing element of the season
was the performance of North Harbour Stadium,
despite hosting two fixtures this year. We achieved
crowds of 7147 for the Cheetahs game and 8197
for the Reds fixture. These are the lowest and
second-to-lowest crowds respectively in the
franchise’s history.

The core marketing campaign was supported by
strong use of tactical retail offers to stimulate early
buying and drive sales. The objective was to keep
people coming through the turnstiles at Eden Park
during the redevelopment and therefore we drove
the retail element hard.

We can attribute almost 7000 tickets being sold
under this type of promotional banner with the

game receiving TV coverage in the lead-up and

resulting in 1900 tickets being sold.

Sponsorship was down 3.5 per cent on 2008 but
considering the environment this is a solid result.

It was pleasing to note that the Blues continue to
record the highest level of sponsorship revenue of
the New Zealand franchises, however the market
is as difficult as at any stage since the advent of
professional rugby and we will need to continue to
deliver value for our sponsors under a redeveloping
Eden Park and in an extremely tight market
predicted for 2010.

Auckland Rugby

It is fair to say this season's Air New Zealand Cup
captured the hearts and minds of provincial New
Zealand whilst being less enthusiastically received
in the major metropolitan areas.

Provinces such as Southland, Hawke's Bay and
Manawatu saw unprecedented support at home
games and it would be hard to find a rugby person
outside Canterbury who did not enjoy Southland
lifting the Shield off Canterbury despite the result

effectively ending Auckland's push for the semi-finals.

New Zealand Rugby's announcement that four
teams were to shift from the top level down to a
newly created first division in 2010 galvanised
provincial union supporters and was as much as
anything a reason for some strong crowd results
in the heartland areas.

Auckland had five home games, of which four
were played on a Saturday or Sunday afternoon.
Whilst these are pleasant times to play the reality
is we achieve a better commercial result from night
fixtures. An ideal season would see a mixture of
day and night fixtures which would provide a more
balanced offering.

Our marketing campaign was built around creating
a sense that going to the rugby is a traditional
pastime and a great family experience. Given

80 per cent of our games were afternoon fixtures,
the promotions were very family and child-
orientated.

The initiative of allowing families onto the ground
post-game was very well received but it is an
initiative that cannot be repeated in the Rebel Sport
Super 14 due to security issues around night games.

Auckland’s average match attendance was 7400
which was down 20 per cent on 2008. The
biggest crowd was achieved against Canterbury
(10,300). The most disappointing was the Battle
of the Bridge against North Harbour (6527).

Access control systems in the ASB stand now give
us accurate information around crowd attendance
which was not the case prior to 2008. Average
membership attendance was 26 per cent which
was slightly up on last year but compares to a
membership attendance average of 61 per cent at
Rebel Sport Super 14 games.

Operating in Eden Park has provided numerous
challenges this year. It has been very difficult to
create any atmosphere in what effectively has
been a construction site.

The eastern terraces are due to come on stream in
time for the July test against South Africa which
will deliver a capacity of around 25,000 but we

will still be operating for Super 14 with a limited
capacity of 17000.

Whilst logistical challenges will still be with us in
2010 around event and membership, the upside
is in 2011 where we will have a magnificent new
facility coming on stream.

The Eden Park Ground Membership scheme was
down 20 per cent on 2008 numbers to 5880. A
number of members who had to be relocated from
the old South Stand to the ASB stand during the
reconstruction took the opportunity not to renew.

\We introduced a number of new initiatives that
have been well received:

e Farlybird discount payments to reward those
members further who pay in full prior to Christmas

e Four part payment plan

e Priority purchase rights for Test matches at other
venues

e Free Speight's at the Canterbury fixture

e Gift voucher redeemable at any Air New Zealand
Cup fixture

e Ability for members to bring a friend to the
Manawatu fixture

We are delighted to say members who renew in
2010 will receive priority purchase rights for Rugby
World Cup ticket packages, details of which will be
released at a later stage.

Sponsorship was down 10 per cent on 2008. This
is a challenging area of business as it is for all
Provincial Unions. We need to ensure our offerings
are attractive for corporate and business sponsors
alike. We need to be very aware of what the Rugby
World Cup will do to the sponsorship market in
New Zealand in 2011 and our strategies will take
this into account.

We have commercial relationships with 35
companies and fully understand the stresses that
each and every one of them has been incurring
during the recession. We also understand that
sponsorships are, to an extent, a discretionary
spend and as such are always under the
microscope to deliver against strategic objectives.
We are working extremely hard to ensure that all
our sponsors are exceeding their expectations and
are very grateful for their ongoing support.
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Council of Delegates’ Report

At last year's AGM Dennis
Mullins retired from the
chair of the COD, triggering
a change of leadership
which resulted in my
appointment as the new
Chairman and Brian Wilsher
as Deputy Chairman. On
the day of these changes
the new leadership group
was immediately faced
with the challenge of overseeing a motion for

age group teams being mandatory for clubs to
compete in the Gallaher Shield championship
round for the 2009 season. Having passed that
challenge the COD busied itself with preparing for
grade competitions, disciplinary hearings and the
ARFU Constitution review.

The Amateur Support Agreement between the
Clubs and ARFU was also revised and a new
agreement came into effect on November 1, 2009.

ADULT RUGBY

The Waka Nathan Challenge Cup started the season
in a positive manner providing all Premier clubs
with an opportunity to select their combinations for
the main competition. The final of the Waka Nathan
Challenge Cup was played between Marist and
Ponsonby when they met in the Alan McEvoy
round robin, with Ponsonby claiming the trophy in a
thrilling come-from-behind victory which also saw
them retain the Fred Allen Cup.

The Alan McEvoy Memorial Trophy was played for
among Premier teams in a round robin format.
This round proved to be particularly interesting
towards the business end of the season with no
less than 10 clubs all vying for the eight quarter
final places. Ponsonby ended the round in top
position to claim the Alan McEvoy Memorial Trophy.

The Gallaher Shield semi-finals were played between
Ponsonby, Otahuhu, Waitemata and University with
the final being contested between Ponsonby and
University. Ponsonby won its sixth successive Club
final, capping off a remarkable unbeaten season.

The requirement for Premier clubs to have both
Under-21 and Under19 teams caused some
concern among clubs during the season, with club
defaults causing some teams to miss up to three
games. The number of Under-19 teams rose from
11 in 2008 to 17 in 2009. Next season the age

group requirements will enable the four team
concept of having the Clubs’ Premier, Premier
Reserve, Under21 and Under19 teams all playing
at home on the same day.

This season Ponsonby defeated Marist in the
Under-21 final, while the Under-19 final was a
tightly contested affair with Marist eventually being
crowned championship winners after overcoming a
determined Manukau Rovers.

Auckland Maori Rugby now has a delegate on the
COD. This representation brings transparency of
Maori rugby within the region to the clubs and
provides the COD with a direct coommunication link
to the ARFU Maori Rugby committee.

DISCIPLINE

Auckland Rugby paved the way for a change in
sideline behaviour this season, with a proactive
new campaign encouraging sideline supporters to
bring a positive attitude to junior rugby and in
particular curb abuse against volunteers who give
up their time to referee and run the touch lines for
our matches. Disappointingly some players and
spectators did not heed this promotion and the
season was punctuated by disciplinary hearings.
The increase in abuse towards match officials by
players and spectators is disturbing. Another area
of concern is the growing number of secondary
and primary school players appearing before the
Disciplinary Committee.

A stand alone Standards Committee was formed
this year to assist in maintaining the standards of
discipline, both on and off the field by players, club
members and spectators. A responsibility of this

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committee is to ensure the event management
requirements for matches are complied with.
Emphasis will be placed on monitoring standards
during 2010.

TECHNICAL

The Technical Committee was involved in a low
number of hearings during the year to determine
protests and breaches of the Rules of Competition.
The Technical Committee is responsible for
reviewing the Rules of Competition in conjunction
with the Adult Rugby Committee. Clubs have
submitted their comments which will be part of
the annual review process.

COACHING

It was encouraging to have all club coaches attend
the Rugby Smart coaching clinics held throughout
the union in 2009. It is a NZRU requirement for
coaches to attend the Rugby Smart courses, where
important aspects of safety and coaching of skill
techniques have become a part of the coaches'
resource package. The ARFU coaching staff
conducted a series of Principles of Coaching courses
and other position specific courses throughout the
year. Sam Wimsett, the 2008 Most Promising Club
Coach, attended the IRANZ Practical Coaching
course in Palmerston North.

The ARFU coaching staff are involved in conducting
a Blues Advanced Coaching course for the
franchise partners in February 2010. It is pleasing
to see the Auckland Rugby Union has nine coaches
on the course.

Our representative coach development programme
has been comprehensive and recent team and
coach reviews have been positive.

Junior Rugby Committee

| have taken a keen interest in the workings of the
COD's Junior Rugby Committee (JRC) and can
report the JRC delegates, under the guidance of
Brett Copeland and Brian Francis, have produced
good results which have ensured the growth in the
number of junior club players. Nestlé continued to
support Auckland Junior Rugby as a welcomed
sponsor. The JRC season culminated in a very
successful finals day held at Waitakere Stadium.

| thank all the JRC delegates for their dedicated
work, especially on Saturday mornings when
squads of delegates are involved in ensuring the

large number of junior games take place. It is
evident that increased event management will be
required in the future to maintain the standards of
JRC rugby.

PACIFIC ISLANDS

The Auckland Samoan Rugby Association and
Auckland Tonga Rugby Association held their
respective rugby tournaments after the completion
of club rugby. Both associations have Observer
status on the COD.

| thank the Club Delegates for their support
throughout the year; many have put in long hours
at their subcommittee meetings deliberating on
various rugby matters to maintain the quality of
amateur rugby traditionally expected by the clubs.

| also express the appreciation of the Clubs for the
support given to club rugby and the schools during
the year. The ARFU Executive, under Andy Dalton’s
leadership, has provided strong support to the
COD. This is mirrored by the continued support by
the ARFU Board of Directors to the clubs through
the Amateur Support Agreement.

| am not aware at this time of writing whether any
Delegates will be retiring this year, but to those
who will be surrendering their Delegate’s seat,

have given to Auckland Club rugby.

1. STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. BASIS OF PREPARATION
Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated (ARFU’) and group is an incorporated entity under the
Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

The financial statements of Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated and its subsidiaries have been
prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting practice.

The financial statements comprise statements of the following: significant accounting policies; financial
performance; movements in retained funds; financial position; cash flows; as well as notes to these
statements.

The accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement and reporting of earnings and
financial position on a historical cost basis are followed by Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated and
its subsidiaries and controlled entities.

B. SPECIFIC ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The following specific accounting policies which materially affect the measurement of financial performance
and financial position have been applied:

Consolidation

The consolidated financial statements include Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated and its
subsidiaries and controlled entities which are accounted for using the purchase method. In the parent
financial statements, investments in subsidiaries and joint ventures are stated at cost.

Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated’s share of the assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses of joint
ventures are incorporated into the parent and consolidated financial statements on a line-by-line basis using
the proportionate method.

Auckland Rugby Football Union Incorporated does not exercise sufficient control over Rugby Hospitality for it
to be consolidated. Rugby Hospitality is accounted for on an equity basis in these financial statements.

Revenue

Test match fees are shown net in these financial statements as revenue from the New Zealand Rugby
Football Union (NZRFU).

Air NZ Cup income is recognised on an accruals basis, when the matches occur.

Distributions from associated parties are recognised when they are declared by the associated party.
Merchandise shop revenue is recognised as a sale arises.

Interest income from loans and investments is recognised on an accrual basis.

ARFU have various sponsorship contra arrangements, whereby the transactions are not settled by cash, but
through offsetting services/products supplied.

The North and South Trust recognise gaming income on an accruals basis.

Property, Plant and Equipment

All property, plant and equipment have been valued at cost less depreciation and are depreciated in equal
annual instalments over their estimated lives.

Where a fixed asset is disposed of, the gain or loss recognised in the statement of financial performance is
calculated as the difference between the sale price and the carrying amount of the fixed asset.

Inventory
Inventories are valued at the lower of cost, determined on a first in first out basis, and net realisable value.

Investments

Investments are valued at the lower of cost and net recoverable value. Interest and rental income is
recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance as it accrues.

Accounts Receivable
Accounts receivable are stated at their estimated realisable value.

Taxation

ARFU is exempt from income tax under the promotion of amateur sport exemption of the Income Tax Act 2004.

Foreign Exchange Transaction

Monetary assets and liabilities in foreign currencies at balance date are translated at the exchange rate
ruling at that date. Exchange differences arising on the translation of monetary assets and liabilities in
foreign currencies are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Finance Leases

The interest expense component of finance lease payments is recognised in the statement of financial
performance using the effective interest rate method.

Operating Leases

Payments made under operating leases are recognised in the statement of financial performance on a basis
representative of the pattern of benefits expected to be derived from the leased asset.

Employee Entitlements

A provision for employee entitlement is recognised as a liability in respect of benefits earned by employees
but not yet received at balance date. Employee benefits include salaries, wages and annual leave. The
provision is the estimated amount expected to be paid by the Group.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash comprises cash balances (net of bank overdrafts) and
demand deposits.

Comparatives

To ensure consistency with the current year, comparative figures have been reclassified where appropriate.

C. CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Uniform accounting policies have been applied throughout the Group and on a consistent basis with those
of the previous period.

2. RUGBY UNION HOUSE TRUST

Proceeds from the sale of Rugby Union House in 1985 were invested as bank term deposits and now stand
at $800,000 as shown in the Statements of Financial Position. The Trustees have agreed to offset interest
earned from the fund of $36,000 by way of a grant to coaching and development (2008: $64,000).

8. TRANSACTIONS WITH RELATED PARTIES

During the financial year ended 31 October 2009 the following transactions were undertaken with
significant related parties.

Eden Park Trust Board — ARFU lease the Eden Park Stadium from the Eden Park Trust Board and have
provided the Trust Board with a number of separate loans, the terms of which are set out in note 4b and 4c.
The Trust Board is a related party as AFRU is a beneficiary of the trust.

Auckland Rugby Clubs — ARFU operates for the benefit of amateur rugby and provides funding to affiliated
rugby clubs. ARFU also provides clubs with loans for capital projects on various repayment terms and with
various interest rates.

New Zealand Rugby Football Union (NZRFU) — Auckland Rugby Promotions Limited (ARPL), a subsidiary of
ARFU, transact with the NZRFU in respect of the contracting of professional rugby players. ARFU transact
with the NZRFU in respect of the staging of test matches at Eden Park. ARFU received a bulk funding
payment of $1,006,448 (2008: $985,658) based upon current registered player numbers. The bulk funding
grant is received from the NZRFU on a calendar year basis, the total grant for the 2009 year was
$1,006,448 (2008: $962,385). Other grants of $840,764 (2008: $396,725) were also received from the
NZRFU during the year.

Blues Trust — The Auckland, North Harbour and Northland Rugby Football Unions work with the NZRFU to
run The Blues Super 14 franchise. The trust is managed by a joint board with administration and support
being provided by ARFU under a management contract. Management and other fees payable to ARFU in
the year to 31 October 2009 amounted to $370,000 (2008: $370,000). ARFU received a distribution from
Blues Trust of $23,820 for the 2009 Blues season (2008: $159,997).

In 2006 an agreement was made with four other Provincial Unions to form a joint venture company, Union
Projects Joint Venture. The objective of the venture is to own and operate the scrolling advertising signs and
big screen productions at the Provincial Unions grounds. The joint venture was legally formed during the
2007 financial year with ARFU investing $240,000 in its 20% share of the joint venture.

Included in the financial statements are the following items that represent ARFU and the Group's interest in
the assets and liabilities of Union Projects Joint Venture and revenue and expenditure that relate to the
activities of Union Projects Joint Venture.

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B. CONCENTRATIONS OF CREDIT RISK

51% (2008: 42%) of current assets are loans receivable (excluding the Eden Park Trust Board investment).
The major balance within current assets was due from one party (Eden Park Trust Board) for the Group 29%
(2008: 25%) and for the parent 33% (2008: 27%). There are no other significant concentrations of credit
risk, with the exception of bonds and bank deposits which are placed with a variety of financial institutions.

C. FAIRVALUES

With the exception of certain interest free loans, the carrying amount is considered to be the fair value for
each of the following classes of financial instruments:

Short term deposits, bank balances, sundry debtors, loans receivable, shares in subsidiaries, subsidiary
advances, Rugby Union House Trust bank deposit, sundry creditors, accruals and term loan.

ARFU has continued the investment of $1,043,465 (2008: $1,043,465) in the Eden Park Trust Board, details

of which are set out in note 4b. In light of the nature of ARFU's relationship with the Eden Park Trust Board

and that the majority of these investments have no formal repayment date; the directors do not believe that
it is practicable to determine their fair value.

The bond investments held by ARFU are carried at their cost value as they are held to maturity. To recognise
them at their fair value would result in a loss of $57656 being recognised in the statement of operating
performance (2008: $27222).

D. INTEREST RATE RISK

The current interest rate on bank and deposits is between 1.0% and 3.5%. The bond investments held by
the group all have fixed interest rates ranging between 6.64% and 9.66%.

The principal activity of Union Projects Joint Venture is to own and operate the scrolling advertising signs
and big screen productions at the Provincial Unions grounds.

Blues Trust is the Super 14 Franchise which competes in the SANZAR Super 14 Competition. Blues Trust
franchise represents the Auckland, North Harbour and Northland rugby unions. ARFU has a beneficial
interest in the trust on a distribution formula agreed at the discretion of the trustee company.

Potters Park Limited, Gallaher Investments Ltd, and Auckland Blues Ltd were non-trading entities during the
2009 financial year.
